Our Long-Term Preventive Maintenance includes:  
* Oil Changes @ 5000-7500mi: using 0-40wt or 5-40wt Full-Synth Oils.
    We don’t recommend 0-20wt, 0-30wt,5-20wt or 5-30 Oils. 
* Changing Transmission & Power Steering Fluids @ 30Kmiles. 
* Brake & Clutch fluid every 4 yrs.  (Mini every 2 years)
* Serpentine Belt @ 60K, Serp. Pulleys @ 80K & Inspected Annually
* Spark plugs, Fuel, Air & Cabin Filters @ recommended intervals.

Also:   Thermostat @ 30K. 
Also:   “Lifetime” Coolant Never is!  Change to Euro. Blue
Also:   Suspension joints injected w/ add’ll lubricants.  

Also:  Specific Inspections & Procedures not listed in service book.
